Communicating Student Learning: update
New report cards coming in 2016–2017
École Campbelltown is pleased to announce we will fully implement Elk Island Public Schools’ (EIPS) new elementary report cards in the 2016–2017 school year. Developed by EIPS, the report cards are designed to enrich achievement reporting for students in grades 1 to 6 and enhance the quality of education within EIPS by building strong partnerships among students, teachers, and parents.

In 2014, EIPS established a Communicating Student Learning committee, made up of parents, teachers, administrators, trustees, and central office staff. Using feedback from close to 1,000 parents and 400 principals and teachers, the committee has developed an innovative reporting system focused on student achievement in academic outcomes and learner attributes. 

Teachers will continue to assess all areas of the current programs of studies. However, what will change is the way student learning is reported. Using a five-point numeric scoring scale, teachers will indicate student achievement in clear, parent-friendly categories in each subject. The current EPAL scale will no longer be used. Additionally, the report cards allow teachers the opportunity to report personalized information about each student in relation to learner attributes, areas of strength, areas for growth, and next steps. 

The new report cards have been piloted in 11 schools this year and will be rolling out to all remaining elementary schools, including ours, for the 2016–2017 school year.
École Campbelltown is excited about its new method of communicating student learning—it’s innovative, inclusive, and based on what stakeholders have indicated they want to see in a reporting system.

When do I need to register my child for bus service for the fall?
You can contact Student Transportation following the Spring Break to register.
Is noon time busing available?
In urban Sherwood Park noon service is available although ride times can range from 30-90 minutes in length depending on enrollment and the pick-up or drop-off location.  In Fort Saskatchewan noon bus service is only available to and from daycares.  Day home service is not available at noon.  A fee for all noon busing is applicable.
Is there a transfer for the noon busing?  What happens at the transfer and where is it?
There is a small transfer for urban Sherwood Park noon busing behind the Sherwood Park Mall.
Students board a bus at their pick-up location and may be required to board another bus that will transport them to their designated drop off location.  There is a Safety Monitor at this site assisting students in locating their assigned bus.
